“Opportunities to Submit “Blackout Dates” for Scheduling of CLER Site Visits”

The CLER Program will offer a time-limited feature allowing designated institutional officials (DIOs), three times during Calendar Year 2016, to submit up to five dates they prefer the CLER site visitors avoid when scheduling visits. These opportunities are:

For dates during January, February, March, and April – the window to enter dates is November 2 
November 30
For dates during May, June, July, and August – the window to enter dates is March 1-March 31
For dates during September, October, November, and December – the window to enter dates is July 1-July 29

In 2016, the CLER Program will also avoid scheduling site visits on the following dates: New Year’s Day (1/1); Martin Luther King, Jr. Day (1/18); President’s Day (2/15); Memorial Day (5/30); start of academic year (6/27-7/8); Labor Day (9/5); Thanksgiving (11/24-25); and the winter holiday (12/19-12/30).

To utilize this opportunity, DIOs should log into the Accreditation Data System (ADS), select the “Institution” tab, and then click on “Blackout Dates” in the right navigation panel. When selecting dates, we encourage you to consider any additional holidays your organization observes and to check with the CEO of the clinical site to be visited to identify known dates of unavailability (such as Board meetings). The CLER Program will make every effort to comply with your requests, however there is no guarantee that you will not be contacted for a visit during these times.
REMINDER: The window for submitting dates for January, February, March, and April is November 2-30. After November 30, the system will be locked and no changes will be allowed.
